Party  Theme  Always set a theme.  Whether it is romantic and sultry, bold and dra-

matic, garden-dreamy, or simply a modern and clean look infused with beautiful flower arrange-

ments--you want to evoke a mood and radiate an energy at your event.  Think about the event 

and the ‘essence’ of what it is you are celebrating.  Maybe your best friend is getting married 

and you want her bridal shower to pop with a bubbly ‘Champagne Kiss’ theme or your movie 

buff boyfriend is celebrating a birthday and by projecting his favorite films on the walls for guests 

to enjoy, you will bring his personal passion to everyone at the event. 

A Creative Invite   Nowadays, invitations can range from a simple e-vite 

to a ‘come to life’ invite such as a small box filled with sand and party details written on a white 

seashell for an ocean-inspired event or a blueprint sent through the post via a colored “architect 

tube” for a special housewarming party.  Think about what you want to say and who you want 

to celebrate—then, execute it in a way that is fun, fearless and meaningful.

Specialty Cocktails Always serve a specialty cocktail.  Theme it around the 

special guest.  Your sister loves martinis and sailing?  Create a drink card that says “Try Mimi’s Martini 

Sail-Away.” Or, if your party is themed around a more traditional holiday like Christmas, maybe it 

is a martini with a candy cane swizzle stick themed “Santa’s Little Helper” or flute of champagne 

with a glittering piece of rock candy floating on top called “Holiday Ice.” Whatever the occasion, 

create a unique and tasty cocktail that can also transform into a great conversation piece!

Perfect Party Favor “Always tie your event up with a neat, pretty and 

memorable bow.” –Me.  A party favor or gift bag is such a nice way to thank guests for celebrating 

with you and it allows you to complete the creative circle that you began from the moment you 

selected your invites.  Make sure the party favor relates back to the event and is a token guests 

will enjoy.
